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IMPORTANT
• During the rainy season (usually Nov - Mar), road conditions 
   must be checked with Natural Selection first, to confirm 
   whether self-drive access is possible or not.
• All self-drive guests need to be experienced and confident 
  drivers, travelling with the necessary spares and 4x4 vehicles 
  with high ground clearance – there is thick sand, deep mud 
  (during the rainy season) and occasionally, water crossings.
• Fuel is not available for purchase at our camps. Guests must 
   ensure they carry enough fuel with them for their trip. Maun 
   and Kasane are the closest locations with fuel stations.
• It is important that guests follow the directions we provide and 
   not try to follow Google Maps.
• We suggest that the guest arranges a Bemobile simcard, as this 
   has some coverage through the villages, and shares the 
   number with Reservations to pass on to Operations.
• We highly recommend that guests do not leave Maun after 
  12h00 in the afternoon, so they can travel in daylight.
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DIRECTIONS FROM MAUN TO ELEPHANT PAN – 
APPROX. 3-HOUR DRIVE DEPENDING ON ROAD
CONDITIONS

• Start: Exit Maun on the Shorobe Road.
• 41 km: Drive to Shorobe and continue on the dirt road.
• 47 km: Proceed through the buffalo fence and veterinary checkpoint.
• Fork: Keep right at the fork indicating Moremi and then you will  
   reach Sankuyo village.
• Sankuyo Village: Drive straight through the village.
• 33 km: Continue to Mababe village (follow the Detour sign before  
   Mababe to avoid a water crossing).
• Mababe Village: Drive through the village, over the bridge, and keep 
   left towards Khwai.
• 25.5 km: Stay on the main dirt road and turn right at the white pole.
• 3.34 km: Drive to a T-junction with a pole featuring four white bands 
   and proceed straight.
• 7.33 km: Continue north following the road straight to Elephant Pan.

DIRECTIONS FROM SAVUTE* TO ELEPHANT PAN – 
APPROX. 3-HOUR DRIVE DEPENDING ON ROAD
CONDITIONS

• Start from Mababe Gate: Drive about 7.72 km towards the main 
   gravel road.
• Main Gravel Road: Turn right and travel towards Khwai village for 
   about 22.2 km.
• White Wooden Pole: Turn right.
• 3.34 km: Drive to a T-junction with a pole featuring four white bands 
   and proceed straight.
• 7.33 km: Continue north following the road straight to Elephant Pan.

* If guests are driving through Chobe National Park, via Savute, they 
will have to pay park fees to come through the park. No fees apply nor 
documentation is required to enter Khwai Private Reserve.
