night stay. Everyone arrives on the same day and experiences this incredible journey of fun and discovery together. We will explore the natural wonders of this amazing destination with expert guides and a range of exciting activities that focus on the 6km of pristine
beach, interspersed with fynbos walks on the surrounding hills, marine explorations, rock pool swimming, bird watching, and time in our wood-fired hot tub on the beach. Lekkerwater is at the heart of De Hoop Bay which enjoys some of the highest concentrations of
whales anywhere on Earth. During the whale season (July to November), there are usually anywhere from 6 to upwards of 20 whales in view directly in front of Lekkerwater Beach Lodge at any one time. And the dolphins are here all year.

A 75-minute adventure boat trip from Port Edward to GweGwe Beach Lodge. Departs every Friday and Monday in a 12-seater
semi-rigid, twin engined boat. Check in at Port Edward at 10.30am. (Durban to Port Edward is around a 2 hour 15-minute
drive).
